» Data is split over two tables, difficult to compare years

» Too many numbers on each table, | | grade categories and
|5 colleges

» No need for 2 decimals places
» Sorted alphabetically instead of by trend

» Trends are not clear



Suggestions for Revised Tables

» Group the grade columns into fewer categories (ie.A, B,
C,DF

» Show the amount of change by percent difference or
percentage change

» Group the colleges into total student population to
reduce number of rows, would need number of students
per college

» Use GPA instead of percent of each grade
